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Bradley Parish Council – Meeting Summary (11th November 2025)
Key updates:
Rural Housing Needs – No further information available at this time, we are waiting for advice on the next steps.

Protruding Wall – Mitton Road site: The enforcement team have been in touch with landowners and requested the wall be taken down. We are still awaiting further information. 

Empty Homes Malthouse Lane - Cllr J Rose Stafford Borough Councillor asked if Stafford Borough Council (SBC) could pursue either an Empty Dwelling Management Order (EDMO) or use the Housing Act 1985, s17 to get the properties back into ownership and being used. SBC advised, neither option would be something they would currently explore. We will continue to seek further information on this issue.

Speed Indication Device (SID): We are considering installing two SID’s, at either end of Holly Lane to try and deter people from speeding, we are currently seeking advice on locations. This project has been placed on hold; Highways are currently in the process of reviewing the SID’s devices policy. 
Severn Trent road works – Concerns raised for closure of Bradley Lane, Cllr Rossi along with the clerk will consult with highways and Severn Trent to keep the road open.

· Awaiting decision – 24/39639/FUL - Land at Forge Rise Bradley Stafford Staffordshire
Village Maintenance: 
· Regarding the two trees that were removed from Malthouse Lane. We have asked if the tree stumps will be removed and if they will replace them. 
· We are planning to install another bin at the bottom of Smithy Lane and Wells Lane, alongside the other one.
