	Parish Council Report – Annual Public Meeting 2025
Welcome speech
During 2024/25 there have been a range of concerns raised. 
Village Maintenance
At the beginning of 2024, we appointed a contractor to keep some of the areas within the village nice and tidy, it’s been a success and will continue to provide this service for 2025.
Our Roads
The situation of traffic and speed within Bradley remains an issue, we endeavour to keep reporting issues, however this is a farming village with surrounding businesses. We have been in contact with the companies and they assure us they will do their very best to educate their drivers.
We encourage residents to continue reporting issues to the relevant authorities, and we will continue to press these authorities for resolutions.
Civic Amenity visits.
The Civic Amenity visits continue. All the dates can be found on the Parish Council website www.bradleypc.co.uk
Next visit is due on Saturday 24th May, Village Hall from 9 – 10, Almshouse Croft, from 10:15 – 11:15.
Please make sure they get used or you will lose it and have to revert back to one location!
The PC is grateful to the Bradley Trust for allowing the use of the village hall car park.
Finance
At the end of 2024/25’s financial year, we ended on approximately £29,000 available funds. This is largely due to the parish council saving up funds to replace some play area equipment, however from 1st April 2025, the Bradley Trust have now taken back ownership of the play area. 
Community Plan
The council has supported several initiatives arising from the community plan. An update will be provided by Malcolm Newman later in the meeting.
Sustainability
The council promotes good practise to residents, local enterprises and other organisations via the parish council website. Consideration is being given to funding an initiative and details will be shared in due course.
Affordable Housing Survey
Following the recent consultation meeting, undertaken by Support Staffordshire, I can report that a questionnaire will be delivered to every household probably in July.
I would emphasise that the survey relates to potential housing for people with specific connections to Bradley.

I would like to thank Nikki for her tireless work in supporting the parish council and I would like to thank my fellow councillors for their hard work on behalf of the residents of the parish.
